
FY 07 TRAINING COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

ICS 100, Introduction to the Incident Command System. This course introduces the Incident Command System (ICS) and provides the foundation for higher level ICS training. This course describes the history, features and principles, and organizational structure of the Incident Command System. 

Audience: Persons involved with emergency planning, response or recovery efforts.

Prerequisites: None.
ICS 200, Incident Command System (ICS) for Single Resources and Initial Action Incidents. This course is designed to enable personnel to operate efficiently within the ICS during an incident or event. This course focuses on the management of single resources.

Audience: Response personnel with supervisory responsibilities.
Prerequisites: ICS-100.

ICS-300, Intermediate Incident Command System.  Provides advanced application of ICS training for Division/Group Supervisor and or Unit Leader level positions and up. 
Audience: Individuals who may assume a supervisory role in expanding incidents.
Prerequisites: ICS-100 and ICS-200.

ICS-400, Advanced Incident Command System (ICS), Command and General Staff—Complex Incidents. Provides training for Command and General Staff positions that require advanced application of the ICS and multiple command management principles.

Audience: Senior personnel who are expected to perform in a management capacity in an Area Command or Multi-agency Coordination Entity.

Prerequisites: ICS-100, ICS-200, ICS-300, IS-700, and IS-800.

IS-700, National Incident Management System (NIMS), An Introduction.  An awareness-level course introduces the NIMS and describes the purpose, principles, key components, and benefits of NIMS.

Audience: Persons involved with emergency planning, response or recovery efforts.

Prerequisites: None.

IS-800, The National Response Plan (NRP), An Introduction. This course complements IS-700; National Incident Management System. The NRP and NIMS provide a nationwide template for working together to prevent or respond to threats and incidents regardless of cause, size, or complexity. The purpose of the course is to introduce the NRP.
Audience: Senior personnel who are expected to perform in a management capacity in an Area Command or Multi-agency Coordination Entity
Prerequisites: None.
HAZMAT Awareness.  This course provides a general introduction to hazardous materials that can serve as a foundation for more specific studies in the future.
Audience: Persons involved with emergency planning, response or recovery efforts.
