Home Education as defined by North Dakota Law NDCC 15.1-23-01 Home education means a program of education supervised by a child’s parent, in the child’s home, in accordance with the requirements of this chapter.
Parent’s Responsibility
Statement of Intent to Home Educate 15.1-23-02
Parents must file a “Statement of Intent to Home Educate” with the superintendent of the child’s school district of residence or if no superintendent is employed, with the county superintendent of schools for the child’s county of residence.  

The statement must be filed at least fourteen days prior to beginning home education or within fourteen days of establishing a child’s residence in a school district.  It must be done once a year thereafter.  The statement must include:

*The name and address of the child receiving home education.

*The child’s date of birth

*The child’s grade level

*The name and address of the parent who will supervise the home education

*The qualifications of the parent who will supervise the home education

*The name of the public school and any courses in which the child intends to participate.

*Any extracurricular activities in which the child intends to participate and the school                                     

  district or approved non public school offering the activities.

The statement must be accompanied by a copy of the child’s immunization record and proof of the child’s identity as required by NDCSC 54-23.2-04.2.

Parental Qualifications 15.1-23-03
Effective through July 31, 2011 a parent may supervise home education if the parent holds a high school diploma or a GED or met the requirements of 15.1-23-06.
Effective after July 31, 2011 A parent may supervise home education if the parent….

*Is licensed to teach by the Education Standards and Practices Board or approved to  

  teach by the ESPB

*Holds a baccalaureate degree

*Has met or exceeded the cutoff score of the National Teacher exam given in North
  Dakota if North Dakota does not offer such a test.

*Has a high school diploma or a (GED) general education development certificate may 
  supervise but must be monitored by a North Dakota state certified teacher during the
  first two years the parent supervises home education or until the child being instructed 
  completes the third grade, whichever is later. If the child obtains a basic composite  

  standardized achievement test score below the 15 percentile nationally the parent 
  must be monitored for at last one additional school year and until the child receives a 
  test score at or above the 15 percentile.  NDCSC 15.1-23-06 
Effective through July 31, 2011 a parent who does not meet the qualifications provided in section 15.1-23-03 may supervise home education but must be monitored in accordance with section NDCC 15.1-23-07 for the first two years.  

If testing is not required by NDCC 15.1-23-07 during the first two years of monitoring the period may not be extending except upon the mutual consent of the parent and the monitor.  Once a parent has completed the monitoring requirements for on child the parent may not be monitored with respect to other children for who the parent supervises home education.
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Courses Required:

Parents/Guardians of a home schooled child should check with the child’s district of residence for courses needed.  

An example of courses could include:
Elementary- spelling, reading, writing, arithmetic, language, English grammar, geography, United sates history, civil government, U.S. Constitution, nature study, elements of agriculture, physiology, effects of alcohol, prevention of contagious disease and hygiene.

Secondary- English, math science, social studies, health and physical education, music, combination of business, economics, foreign language, industrial arts, or vocational education.

Additional Information:

Classes must be conducted for at least four hours per day for a minimum of 175 days per year.  NDCSC 15.1-23-04

Parents are required to maintain an annual recorded of courses taken by the child, child’s academic progress assessments, all standardized achievement test results.  These records shall be furnished to the administrator if the child transfers to a public school district. NDCSC 15.1-23-05

While in grades 4, 6, 8 and 10 each child receiving home education shall take a standardized achievement test used by the school district in which the child resides.  If requested by the parent the child shall take a nationally normed standardized achievement test.  The test may be taken in the child’s learning environment or at the public school if requested by the parent.  An individual licensed or approved to teach by the education standards and practices board shall administer the test.  NDCSC 15.1-23-09.

Test results will be filed with the superintendent of a district or with the county superintendent if the district does not employ a superintendent. NDCSC 15.1-23-11 (1).
If the child’s basic composite score on a standardized achievement test is less than the 13 percentile nationally, a multidisciplinary assessment team shall assess the child for a potential learning problem under rules adopted by the superintendent of public instruction.  NDCSC 15.1-23-11 (2).
Effective through July 31, 2011 you may get a high school diploma from a child’s school district of residence, an approved nonpublic high school or a center for distance education if the child has met the issuing entity’s requirements for high school graduation.  This is only if the child’s parent submits the required documents to prove the child’s performance.
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Superintendent/Home Education Coordinator Responsibilities

The Superintendent or designee should…..

*Implement supervisory and administrative requirements of home education as described 
  in NDCSC law.
*Accept Statements of Intent filed by parents choosing to home educate their children
*Hire and supervise sufficient home education monitors to full fill monitoring
  requirements

*Provide for statutorily required assessments
*For those for who it is required make an “Annual determination of reasonable academic   

  progress.”
*Maintain files for students participating in home education

*Convene and lead a multidisciplinary assessment teams as necessary involved as  

  required by NDSCC.
Home Education Monitor Responsibilities 15.1-23-07
If monitoring is required the school district shall assign and compensate an individual to monitor a child receiving home education.  If the parent selects the monitor they have the responsibility of paying them. NDSCS 15.1-23-07 (1)
The monitor must be licensed or approved to teach by the education and standards and practices board. NDSCS 15.1-23-07 (2)

Twice during each school year the monitor shall report the child’s progress to the school district superintendent or the county superintendent if the district does not employ a superintendent.  Progress could include program studies of statutorily required subjects, observation of the students, conferences with the parent and data recorded by the parent.

NDSCS 15.1-23-07 (3)

The monitor will spend and average of one hour per week in contact with the child and parent.  Any more children should be one-half hour per month for each additional child.  If the child attends a public or approved non public school the time may be proportionately reduced.  NDCSC 15.1-23-07 (4)
Parents/Guardians should have the person monitoring the home schooled child notify the child’s school district of residence if monitoring was not scheduled by the school district.  NDCSC 15.1-23-08
